“We have
profound ties to this region, to its people and the potential they possess, and we are proud that the
digitalization of the automotive industry also leads through this territory.”

NTC plans to hire highly specialised professionals, including IT engineers, software architects,
developers, and computer science graduates for the new division. Besides that, the promotion of digital
skills of its workforce as well as the extended collaboration with local partners, as for example with the
University of Salento, will represent central pillars in the software initiative of NTC.
